B compare with quantitative indicators
- Ask 'Why', as opposed to how many
* Depth, as opposed to breadth
- Subjective, as opposed to objective
- Exploratory, as opposed to definitive
* Provide insights, as opposed to level
- Interpret, as opposed to 'Scientific’ Indicators
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
